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Landings Project Space is proud to present Christian Andersson’s first solo presentation in Norway,
where Andersson continues to investigate the ephemeral and transitory codes that shape our
perception.
The exhibition at Landings Project Space presents a trinity of works that interrelate with one
another, simultaneously dealing with themes of evidence, duplication and transformation. The show
expresses and sums up a kind of aesthetic short-circuit (in both the artistic and perceptive
senses of the term) on which the artistic experience of the Swedish artist is based. The works 
become effective instruments to rework a concept that in a contemporary scenario seems to have 
been removed: that of history and evolution.
Through a number of fragments, Andersson reconstructs the stages of history. The theory of evolu-
tion, together with a reference to the evolutionary scale, becomes elements of a complex system of
associations where it is possible to see again and re-read western history. The premise and founda-
tion of this re-reading (and above all re-vision) are based on an astute and illuminated use of
details and fragments, of a past history, that reconstructs a scene previously unseen and possibly 
even lost until now. In such a way, these fragments have an evocative power not only towards the 
trajectory of the past, but also become instruments of vision, and evocation, of our present. Indeed, 
it is exactly the present, in this case, that illuminates or projects its own image onto a dark or often 
forgotten past.

Christian Andersson was born in 1973 in Stockholm, 
and currently lives and works in Malmö. Recent solo 
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Hessel Museum, New York (2009), Kunstverein 
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(2005), In 2011 he will present a major solo exhibition 
at Moderna Museet, Malmö.
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
